Lesson Focus
The Israelites sinned and worshipped false gods, but they cried to God to 
deliver them from the oppression of the Midianites. God chose Gideon 
as the judge who would lead the Israelites in battle. God was patient with 
Gideon’s fears and doubts and gave him and his 300 men the victory over 
the vast Midianite army.
